1. To receive apologies for absence and to approve reasons for absence.  
Cllr P Philips sent his apologies.

2. Declarations of Interest  
a) Register of interests; Councillors were reminded of the need to update their register of interests.

Failure to register or declare a Disclosable Pecuniary Interest may be a criminal offence.

3. To consider the approval of the minutes from the Parish Council Meeting that was held on Monday March 2nd 2020.
The minutes were approved and will be signed as a correct record when the Council are able to meet face to face. 

The meeting was not closed for public question time as there were no members of the public present.  The agenda was placed on the website of the parish council with details of how to access the meeting via zoom.

4. Progress reports from the previous minutes and any matters arising for information.

· Coronavirus actions Top Cut has secured the playground and placed a notice noting that no ongoing inspections are happening at the play area at the current time and that the play area is closed until the government instruct otherwise.
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· Rossendale – WCC and Wychavon are dealing with this ongoing issue of mud and impassibility.  Taylor Wimpey are to deal with the signage at the development.  The landowner and WCC are to deal with the stile issue. 
Due to the current lockdown, all the Taylor Wimpey staff have been withdrawn from the site.
· VAS (WCC owned) is being dealt with by Barrie Barnes and AM will follow this up after the Covid 19 restrictions have been relaxed.
· The cast iron post that is broken on Teasel Way/Robin Drive belongs to WCC and was put it in as part of the Bryant Home development approximately 20 years ago.  WCC to replace it after the Covid restrictions have been relaxed.
· Re the request for lights at the school in Claines– AM noted that he had asked for a Boardman-style of crossing and is also looking into the provision of yellow lines at the location.

5.1	Opportunity for Councillors to raise matters with regard to the Brum and report on actions from the previous minutes.
	The annual play area inspection on the Brum playing area has been complete and whilst there are no major concerns, there are a few items that need attention – in particular the seating area.  Daniel Lovatt of Top Cut has been sent the report for action and will work on the relevant items after the Covid19 restrictions have been relaxed.
	Requests to open the side gate of the Recreation Ground have been received.  Clerk to investigate self-closing gate costs.  The basket-ball hoop has also broken and the clerk will order a replacement if it is not salvageable.

	Lighting.
	All the lights have been inspected in North Claines Parish and the Clerk is working through the actions that are necessary on each one.
One of the lights - number 36 OKEYS Lane – in order to maintain a light at this location, the Council contractors have to enter a residents property.  The Clerk asks the Council is this is an appropriate place for a light to be situated?  The Clerk is concerned with regard to liability of this light.
The Parish Council noted that they should like Prismian to comment on why this would be an issue.

	A Damaged cover on the A38 has been reported to BT and WCC.
6.3	Grange Lane, Fernhill Heath
Proposed Prohibition of Waiting 'At Any Time'.
NCPC has received a proposal to install prohibition of waiting 'at any time' parking restrictions in Grange Lane, Fernhill Heath. 
The aim of the proposal is to prevent parking at the entrance to Grange Lane, to help vehicles turning in and out of the junction and allow pedestrians to cross unobstructed.
The Parish Council agreed that they had no objections to this proposed restriction and thanked County Cllr A Miller for his work on this matter.
