1.	To receive apologies for absence and to approve reasons for absence.

2.	Declarations of Interest  
a) Register of interests; Councillors are reminded of the need to update their register of interests.
b) To declare any other Disclosable Pecuniary Interests in items on the agenda and their nature.
c) To declare any Other Disclosable Interests in items on the agenda and their nature.

There were no declarations of interest made.

3	To examine the financial records for April May and June 2020 and approve the quarterly bank reconciliation.
	The quarterly bank reconciliation and all the invoices for the first three months of the financial year and were approved as correct and signed accordingly.

4	To examine the internal audit from D Malley for 2019-20
	The internal audit was read and noted – in particular;
· The contract for the grass-cutting.  The contract will be up for renewal in 2022.  
· It was also noted that the 2018/19 annual statements were approved by the finance committee.  The full Parish Council approved the annual statements for 2019-20.

5	Quarterly budget monitoring report – to examine the report for the period April to June 2020.
	This was examined and approved as correct.  
· It was noted that there is no inclusion in the budget for the provision of the masterplan, and that this would be from the Parish Council reserves. 
· The provision of a topographical survey would be paid for from the contingency part of the budget.
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· It was also noted that the increase in pension contributions and the larger subscription for CALC were slightly over the budget as set.

6	To discuss finances for work the land on the A38 including future expenditure.
· It was noted as above that there is no inclusion in the budget for the provision of the masterplan, and that this would be from the Parish Council reserves. 
· The provision of a topographical survey would be paid for from the contingency part of the budget.
· There was provision in the budget (under initial costs to restore hedges)
for the provision of a new gate and the restoration of the old gate.
· The tenders for the contract of the provision of the feasibility study, masterplan and business case for the provision of a new public open space within the North Claines Parish were opened and discussed.  It was agreed to contract Leaves of Green at a cost of £7,500.  MF will contact Leaves of Green and ask when they might be in a position to supply a plan for a public consultation meeting.

7	Any other financial matters arising. 
· To discuss payment of CILCA training for the Clerk.  It was agreed that this would be paid for mainly (75%) by North Claines Parish Council.
· It was noted that the Council had a land line as well as a mobile phone and it was felt that the Council should work towards one phoneline.    It was agreed that the land line number would be removed from correspondence from January 2021 and would be discontinued permanently from January 2022.  Broadband will be used from the office and paid for accordingly.
· It was agreed that a mobile phone contract will go ahead either as necessary or from December 2020 whichever is the sooner.  Currently it is pay as you go.

8	To agree date of next finance meeting. 
· It was agreed that the next meeting would be held mid-October 2020
