Bull Meadow

e Bird feeder sculptures. Two quotes received and for the Council to
consider this action. The Council approved the bird feeder as
submitted by Steve the Blacksmith at a cost of £2000 galvanised and
installed.

e 4 signs for Bull Meadow. To be funded by a grant for £5775 -

" Projects to help integration in the community".

The additional sign will be to provide the history of Bull Meadow so
this will be interesting for people who live here and for school
visits/history society etc. The Council approved the 4% sign.

e ClIr AH noted that she was investigating the use of rubber matting on
the pathway on Bull Meadow at a cost of around £13 for 1.5m. More
information will be brought to the next meeting.

Fun on the Brum — 18 July 2026. It was agreed that toilet facilities would
be booked for this date until the end of summer. MF is collecting bric-a-brac
and bottles for this occasion, and it was agreed that the profits from this
should be evenly distributed between air ambulance and St Richards Hospice.
Scarecrows are planned for the Autumn half term.

Highways, Footpaths and Lighting.

Update from Highways/lengthsman Councillor.

Cllr RW is arranging for the drains on Station Road to be cleared.

Lighting problems in the Parish.

Light number 13 on Station Road has been knocked down, and the clerk has
raised a report to highways asking for it to be replaced. Streetlighting Report
(Reference #106040). This light is the property of WCC.
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Highways information or problems.

Road naming - Fox Drive, Badger View & Mink Gardens will be used for the
William Davies Homes development off Dilmore Lane.

Update from the Councillor re the Parish contractor. Clir SC not available for
comment. It was noted that Jamie Wyton would like instructions early in the
month to enable work to be completed in a timely manner.

Trees and Hedges update. It was noted that there had been a lot of
complaints regarding the hedge cutting in the area. This was due to the
unsightly appearance after flail cutting which is the cost-effective method of
cutting hedges. The Council noted that when the leaves grow again, they were
confident that the hedges would recover.

It was noted that the cutting of the hedge on Gentian Close had been a large
task and would cost £3.5k. This hedge will be included on the annual contract
and actioned yearly in the future to avoid this type of expense.

New hedge whips had been planted in various locations where the hedges
were thin.

Dilmore Lane missing footpath update. Correspondence attached to agenda.
MF and the Clerk were in correspondence with the developer re this ongoing
issue and it is anticipated that this will be built in the next financial year.
