North Claines Parish Council submitted a request for £120,510 for the
financial year 2026-27.
This will result in a Band D charge of £62.98 on the 2026-27 Council Tax
Demand, an increase of 2.4% compared with the current year’s charge.

It was noted that the LEAP money from the Dilmore Lane
development (Lioncourt) should be used to replace the play
equipment as required.
It was also noted that a grant from Severn Trent community fund may
also be available for use for replacement play areas.

Bull Meadow

e Bird feeder update re risk assessment and final costings and specs for
consideration. Cllr AH. This is to be moved to the March agenda as
quotes were still awaited from S Woods (local blacksmith) and one
other. It was noted that a kingfisher had been spotted in the area.

correspondence. ClIr AH presented the type of boards, and the
Council chose one with two legs around Al in size. There would be
no border and would cost £925. Clir AH to also include a QR code for
further information. Clerk to contact Wychavon to see if the art
allocation of funding could be used on this project (from s106
W/13/00347 — Gwillams, Bevere)

e Update on the memory trees. Clir AH. It was noted that there were
now 20 trees in the ground with stakes and watering pipes, thanks
were given to Wade for all his work. Trees to be available for
memory-tree-adoption as soon as they were properly established and
healthy.

e Update on progress of the proposed storage facility. Clir SC. It was
noted that planning permission and quotes were required for this
facility. MF/AH to discuss size of storage needed.

e It was noted that dedication plaques needed to be affixed to the
benches on Bull Meadow. Cllr MF to arrange.

e Santa visiting Fernhill Heath on his sleigh was a huge success and
together with a donation from Cty Clir S James, £1000 was donated to
Mens Sheds Charity.

e 8 Roads to be named at the new development off Dilmore Lane
(Lioncourt Homes) to have a cow theme. Dexter, Hereford,
Highland, Longhorn, Aberdeen, Jersey, Shorthorn, Guernsey.

The Parish Council objected to this application.This is a resubmission of
W/25/02391/HP with the ancillary property moved and reduced in height but
very little detail in application. The Parish Councils previous statement of over
development on the site exists as the footprint has not reduced.

Application Number: W/26/00017/PIP

Location: Oak Farm, Okeys Lane, Fernhill Heath, Worcester, WR3 8RL
Description of Proposal: Permission in Principle for residential development of
up to a maximum of 6 dwellings.

The Parish Council objected to this application. This piece of land has had
various applications over the last 20 years. W/04/01390/PN was the first to
apply for an increase in homes on the site. Okeys lane had been considered
too small to support previous applications and this application added access
through Agatha gardens and not Okeys Lane. This was refused based on
Highways report showing Agatha Gardens not suitable for access.
W/05/0116/PN is a resubmission of the same application but adding in public
spaces. Refused on the same access issues through Agatha gardens as
previous. Therefore, if Okeys Lane is not suitable for access for multiple
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houses on the plot and Agatha Gardens has not changed, we should refuse
on the basis that nothing else has changed.

Location: 161 Droitwich Road, Fernhill Heath, Worcester, WR3 8RP
Description of Proposal: Proposed erection of pub garden structures
comprising a stretch tent shelter, an external bar and a pergola; together
with the extension of the pub garden onto part of the existing car park,
demolition of existing bin store and formation of a replacement bin store, new
fencing, new external furniture, and new surfacing.

The Parish Council recommended approval of application with the following
exceptions.

1) The Parish Council request that a limit is placed on the number of outdoor
events with music that can be held per year due to the proximity to
residential housing

2) That Highways are asked to report on removal of the parking exit onto
Hurst Lane and impact on the A38/Hurst Lane junction. Ie Bull car park has a
traffic light sequenced with main lights.

ClIr SC informed the Council of the proposed offer of a piece of land for a
proposed village hall/community building (see attached presentation) and the
Council discussed the next steps.

A piece of land has been offered to NCPC (for £1) from the current Lioncourt
application (not yet submitted) This land would be for the building of a
community hub at the Parish Councils expense.

Cllr SC presented a presentation (“A new village hall for Fernhill Heath”)

The construction costs of this would be in the region of £1.2M - £1.5M and
the Council would need to access a Public Works Loan which would be paid
off via the precept, which would mean an increase to Council tax for
Parishioners.

At the next Parish Council meeting it is anticipated that the Council will
discuss a resolution to borrow money for this purpose. This process proceeds
in conjunction with Worcestershire CALC.
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More information will be gathered, and everything will be reported to the
Council at their public meetings.
It is anticipated that a specialist architect will also be approached soon for
quotes.
Cllr SC will place a consultation piece in the next Focus magazine which will
be distributed to all the Parishioners of Fernhill Heath, and this will also be
available via the website.

Report from County and District Councillors.
Report from S James. The missing footpath on Dilmore Lane (Taylor Wimpey
site) is still incomplete and Cty ClIr James is actively pursuing this ongoing
issue.
It is noted that there is unlawful car parking on the A38 around Okeys Lane.
The Police and WCC deny responsibility regarding action on this issue. It is
suggested that Parishioners and Councillors upload pictures of offending
vehicles to OPERATION SNAP who do have powers to follow offenders up.
